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Antunes Universal Rapid Toaster Best Practices 
Daily Cleaning - (UTX) Universal Bun / Muffin Toaster & (CTX) Big Mac Club Toaster
24 Hour Restaurants: We are finding the ideal time for daily cleaning and preventive Maintenance between the hours of 4:30 to 6:00 A.M. (lunch ends and breakfast begins at 5:00 A.M in most 24 Hr. Stores). Note: Run enough Muffins & Bagels to stock the UHC for 15 Minutes while the Toaster daily cleaning procedures are completed. 

Conventional Restaurants: The best times noted for daily & weekly toaster maintenance to be completed: at night after close or before opening in the mornings where possible. This will minimize the impact of having to shut down the toaster during business hours.  

1. Turn off Toasters: (Always wear heat Resistant Gloves when cleaning the toasters)
· UTX: Screen will read “Cleaning Mode.” CTX: Display will read “Cool down Mode.” Fans will continue to run. Units will completely shut down after 45 minutes.
2. Remove the following items: 

· Black Breakfast Chute (located at Rear of Toaster), 
· Crumb Tray (Slides out of the Rear of Bun & Muffin Toaster unit).
· Front Landing Zone Units (bun buffers) for both toasters
· Bun Feeder (located on top of Toaster)
· In-feed Chute for club toaster
3. Wash the removed items in hot soapy water, rinse, air dry and sanitize.

4. Underneath the Toaster Unit - clean any residue & sesame seeds.
5. Open back panel release latches of UTX.
6. Remove the Release sheet and inspect. 
· Lift out the “retainer bar.”
· Inspect the Release sheet for any discoloring, extreme wear & damage. Replace when necessary. (Note: Release sheets have an approximate 30 day shelf life). 
7. Clean the Release sheet. 

· Spray a clean, dry towel with Exceed Multipurpose Cleaner (HCS). Wipe firmly across the release sheet over entire surface. Repeat with clean towel dampened with water and another dampened with sanitizer, air dry. 
8. Wipe down the metal conveyor belt: 
· Wipe side to side using McD All Purpose Super Concentrate applied to a green non-scratch pad.  Press and hold both Muffin/Bagel buttons on the back of the toaster to advance the metal conveyor belt as necessary. Note – the belt should be silver/metallic when cleaned properly with no yellow/brown areas. 
· Sanitize and air dry. 

9. Wipe down exterior of toasters with clean towel dampened with sanitizer.

10. Replace the Release Sheet: take care to insert it properly to prevent pinching. Close back of toaster. Rotating the bar each day and inverting the release sheet each week may increase shelf life significantly.
11. Open the front and rear cover of the CTX Mac club toaster. 
· (Press the Belts Start / Stop button to temporarily stop the belt wraps from turning or to rotate the belt wraps to expose unclean portions) 
· Inspect the Belts and wipe down the Belts as necessary with a sanitized Towel to remove any visible bun sugar / starches. Allow to air dry. Close front and rear covers.
12. Replace removed items. 
Weekly Cleaning: 
Suggestion: Based on the level of experience of the Maintenance person, the back-up Breakfast Toaster should be in place for use during this weekly cleaning procedure to ensure proper UHC stocking levels during learning period. After a few weeks, the Maintenance person will become familiar with the cleaning procedures with out the need for the back up Breakfast Toaster.}
Follow daily cleaning procedures with the addition of the following Steps:

· Rotate (invert) the Release Sheet after cleaning by removing the retainer bar, reversing the release sheet, and re-installing the retainer bar. Replace the Release Sheet if sheet shows tears or worn spots that are visible.
· Metal Conveyor Chain should be cleaned thoroughly weekly: (Use non scratch pad) Apply Mad All purpose Super Concentrate (APSCII) (HCS) on a non scratch pad – Wipe Conveyor “Side to Side” for two complete revolutions. (Refer to cleaning label on rear of Toaster Unit). Use a clean Sanitized Towel to remove any left over All Purpose Concentrate Cleaner from the surface area of the Metal Conveyor Chain surface.               
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
